Your child is confirmed a place in the class upon our receipt of the completed forms and the
$45.00 registration fee. To ensure a spot, do not delay returning the forms.

In midsummer a letter will be sent to you with the date for the parent/teacher orientation
scheduled in late August. The orientation is a time to meet other parents, receive a student
handbook and a more complete overview of the school year ahead.

The children will have their own Preschool Orientation meeting after Labor Day. The parents
are asked to attend this one-hour session with their child and participate in the activities. The
regular preschool classes will begin on the next scheduled day.



Tuition — There is a $45 registration fee each year per family. This includes a
t-shirt. Monthly tuition is due the first of the month. There is a $5.00 late fee if
not paid by the tenth of each month.

Age 3 class tuition is $90.00 per month
Age 4 class tuition is $125.00 per month

For families with 2 preschool age children enrolled in the program, full tuition
will be assessed for the first child and the second child will receive $30.00 off
their monthly tuition.

9:00 - 10:15 Arrival time. Free choice time. (dramatic play, art, small group
activities, cooperative play)

10:15-10:25 Cleanup time.

10:25 - 10:40 Circle time. (finger play and stories)

10:40 — 10:50 Hand washing and snack.

10:50 - 11:00 Circle time. (read stories, sharing time, conversations, group
activities)

11:00 — 11:25 Movement and music time. (games, outside play, large motor
activities)

11:25-11:30 Prepare to go home. Dismissal.
